BILLINGS CITY.
Billings is in no sense a boom city, its steady and substantial 

growth being due to the fact that it is the center of a territory 
which is splendidly endowed by nature with the elements that 
develop a rich and prosperous community.

The sources from which it draws its commercial vitality are 
varied, and its supply of wealth inexhaustible, draw a circle 
around the city reaching 150 miles to the north and same dis­
tance to the south, compress the east and west sides of the circles 
so that each will be 75 miles from the city, and the territory en­
closed will be that which is tributary to the city. This stretch 
of country is dotted with as fine herds of cattle and flocks of 
sheep as the great west produces, and between the ranges are 
numerous valleys dotted with irrigated farms, on which are rais­
ed many varieties of fruits, vegetables and grain. Rich mineral 
ores are plentiful near the city, and within the past few years 
mines have been developed rapidly. In the midst of so liberal 
a setting of marketable commodities it is no wonder that this 
modern city has grown up on the north bank of the Yellowstone 
river in so comparatively short a time.

The resources of the country are only partly developed and as 
agriculture and industry increase the city offers many attrac­
tions to those in search of homes and competencies. Al­
ready Billings has advantages and improvements which, 
as a rule are to be found only in cities which have considerably 
larger population.

The waterworks system is in conformity with the most ad­
vanced ideas both in point of water for drinking purposes and 
the supply for protection against fire. The health of the city 
is preserved by a fine system of sewerage, and the hygienic con­
ditions'are looked after most carefully generally. Among the 
other public and semi-public utilities with which the city is 
equipped are: An electric light plant; a telephone system which 
traverses the surrounding country for a good many miles; a 
thoroughly equipped fire department; a free public library, main­
tained by the city and public spirited citizens; four public school 
buildings; a' fine high school; an elegant opera house ; a club, the

objects of which is to advance social and business interests; three 
up-to-date newspapers; five churches; a modern hospital con­
ducted by the Sisters of Charity; two national banks; a number 
of big business blocks and many handsome homes. A new school 
house is being built on the south side to cost $25,000.

Billings, which is named after Frederick Billings, deceased, at 
one time president of the Northern Pacific Railroad, was laid out 
in March, 1882, by the Minnesota & Montana Land & Improve­
ment Company. That it is a natural health resort is indicated 
by the fact that it has an elevation of 3,112 feet. It is on the 
main trans-continental line of the Northern Pacific Railroad, and 
is 892 miles from St Paul, 1,164 miles from Portland and 238 miles 
from Helena, the state capital. The city also is reached by the 
Wyoming branch of the Burlington & Missouri River Railroad.

One of the most pretensions and important instiutions of the 
city is the Parmly Billings Memorial Library.

In March, 1898, S E Kilner, trustee of the estate of the late 
Frederick Billings, suggested to Frederick Billings, Jr, the idea 
of erecting and presenting to the city of Billings a library build­
ing, and dedicating the same to his brother, Parmly Billings, 
to be known as the Parmly Billings Memorial Library. Parm­
ly Billings was, before his death, largely interested in lands and 
banking in the city. The building is prominently located on one 
of the principal streets of the city, and presents a handsome ap­
pearance. It is built of native sandstone and granite, tile roof­
ing and copper trimmings. It is finished throughout in oak 
and is, in every respect, a model library building. Everything 
pertaining to the building and furnishings has been furnished at 
the expense of Frederick Billings, Jr, involving an outlay of 
$25,000 to $30,000.

Other conspicuous buildings of the city are: St Vincent’s Hos­
pital, the Yellowstone Valley Mills, the Billings Brewery and 
the Grand Hotel.

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Yellowstone County.

Yellowstone County is so called from the river of the same 
name which flows through it. Its present producing area is 
825,101 acres, and it is essentially a stock growing and agricul­
tural county. The soil is naturally fertile and it has been made 
more so by irrigation, the result being that the county is one of 
the most productive and wealthy in the state. The yields of 
corn and vegetables are very large. Alfalfa has proven to be 
one of the most profitable staples, three crops being cut in a sea­
son, the yield being from four to six tons to the acre. Wheat 
runs from 35 to 40 bushels, oats from 50 to 125 bushels per acre, 
and other grains in proportion. Of late years barley has been 
raised with excellent results, the dry weather which prevails 
during harvest time being specially adapted to its culture. Flax 
and potatoes are staple articles, and apples, grapes, plums, cher­
ries and all small fruits are raised without difficulty. The pro­
ductiveness of the soil is a cause of wonder to those who are not 
accustomed to farming operations conducted under the influ­
ence of irrigation.

About three-fourths of the county is grazing lands and stock 
raising is of course, the principal industry, and with the bringing 
of more lands within the zone of irrigation more attention is be- 
ing given to combined stock raising and farming.

gregate stock valuation of nearly one million dollars.

The towns in the county besides Billings are Columbus, Park
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City and Laurel on the west, Junction on the east, and Roundup 
and Musselshell crossing on the north. The Crow Reservation 
lies to the south, separated by the Yellowstone river, and a por­
tion of this reservation is to become a part of the county. The 
water for irrigating purposes is furnished by the Yellowstone 
and Musselshell rivers, and the small streams tributary to them.

The Yellowstone Fair Association was organized in 1892, for 
the purpose of exhibiting the wonderful products of eastern 
Montana, and it has been remarkably successful, more than pay­
ing its way from the start. The association is incorporated with 
a capital stock of $20,000 and it owns a forty-acre tract of land in 
the northeastern part of the city of Billings. The grounds con­
tain a half mile oval race track, a grand stand of ample propor­
tions, stable and feed barns, and handsome buildings for the dis­
play of grain, vegetables, fruit and minerals. Nearly every 
land owner in the valley is a shareholder in the association. 
Each year the Crow tribe of Indians visits the fair, making a 
unique spectacle with their pony herds, dogs, squaws and pap-
pooses.

The Yellowstone Valley has the distinction of enjoying more 
sunshine than any place in the world, according to the reports 
of the United States Signal Service. This is one reason for it> 
being among the most healthful places in the United States. 
Contagious diseases are unknown and sickness of any sort is 

The winters usually are cold, but rarely set in untilvery rare.
Christmas, and the air is so dry that it is more comfortable with
the thermometer at 30 degrees below zero than it is in many east­
ern and middle states with tl\e mercury at the freezing point. 
In summer the weather is sometimes very warm, but not debili­
tating, and the nights are always cool. All things considered a 
more pleasant place of residence could scarcely be found.

Montana produces the largest amount of wool annually of any 
state in the union, the total being about 25,000,000 pounds, about 
7,000,000 pounds of which is tributary to Yellowstone county. 
Sheep raising in the state is conducted on scientific business lines.
