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BILLINGS.
Billinas is the chief manufacturing, jobbing, financial and gen­

era' business center of an enormous empire, embracing part 
•f nine counties in Montana and five counties in Wyoming. 

Jt is situated on the transcontinental Northern Pacific Railroad, 
900 miles west of the Twin Cities and 600 miles east of Spo­
kane, and on the transcontinental Gulf to Sound Great North­
ern Railroad, 500 miles northwest of Denver.

The author of this directory estimates the population to be, 
January 1. 1914. 15.000. The population in 1900 was 3,211; in 
1910. 10,031.

Billings was platted by the Northern Pacific Railroad in 
1882. It was named in honor of Frederick Billings, formerly 
President of t’lie road. It was then at the head of navigation 
of tlie Yellowstone River, but since the advent of so many rail- 
coads, navigation has ceased. So Billings is now the hub of 
railroads extending in ten directions: the Northern Pacific, east 
and west; the Great Northern, north; the Burlington & North­
ern Pacific, with four branches, south and southwest; the 
Burlington, southeast; a railroad twenty miles long extending 
northeast, known as the Billings & Central Montana, and a 
Northern Pacific branch 100 miles long, extending northwest. 
Trains departing each morning for the terminus of these 
branches and returning each evening give Billings a constant 
transient population probably number 1,000 or more. The city 
is provided with fifteen hotels for the care of these, the chief 

, of which are the Northern and the Grand. The railroad facil­
ities, with their 24 passenger trains each day, make the city 
extremely easy of access; but in addition to these, Billings is 
the gateway to the Yellowstone National Park, and is in the 
direct line of travel to Glacier National Park. So, situated on 
the Yellowstone trail, which gathers at this point traffic also 
from the Denver-National Parks trail, and many tributary au­
tomobile road's, the city is a rendezvous for automobile tourists.

Billings is already the greatest jobbing centre in the State 
of Montana and paid the railroads in 1913 for freight shipments 
on merchandise more than any other city in the State. There
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are located here : 
eluding machinery,

some 15 jobbing houses of various kinds, in-
grocenes, produce and hardware, and it is 

estimated that the business done in hardware and machinery
alone in I9I3 was more than $3,000,000. 

largest manufacturing concern in the city is the beet 
su^ar factowry, costing $2,000,000, and the only one north of 
Colorado between Minnesota and the Pacific coast. It paid 
somet ling more than $1,501,000 for the ibeet crop of 1913 and 
emp oys during the campaign season about 450 people.

Billings has also a large and modern foundry; a gas plant 
costing $250,000; a creamery which has an output of 40,000 
pounds of butter a month; a small packing plant which handles 

mutton and pork; a flouring mill, daily capacity 
o arrels, largest sash and door factory in eastern Mon-
ana, p aning mills; a large brewery; a mattress factory; 

cement block plant; a brick plant, and many other small hut 
prosperous and growing industries.
